xv. Tabled
a. Discussion and possible action: An Even Playing Field Resolution – Senators Alldredge and McGarrah. Taken from the table. 
i. Questions & Discussion:
1. Q Payne: So what do you plan to do about students who are undecided? 
2. A Authors: Living and learning communities would be established by the Housing Department, so there could be an undecided community, but it’s optional. 
3. Q Jones: Is there anything that needs to be amended?
4. A Authors: No, this resolution doesn’t include anything about scholarships or funding, so this is not needed.
5. Comment Cracknell to Authors: Thank you for reaching out to Housing, I apologize that Mike Ross could not be met with. I didn’t understand this resolution at first, but I’m for it now. I thought this was a dig at international students because there’s a reason that only international students and athletes get housing blocks. 
6. A Authors: This was never intended to be a dig at international students, we’ve discussed that international students, students on scholarship, and students with disabilities should get first priority. 
7. Q Payne: Have you guys done a poll for students? I can see issues stemming from this.
8. A Authors: I haven’t, but I don’t see any problems or complaints that could stem from this, as this is not required for departments to do, it is already in place, but we’re letting them know this is an option. 
9. Q Frailey: How would this work with accessibility? 
10. A Authors: That’s a great point that I did not consider, we could have an accessibility living and learning community.
11. On information Fryhover: As someone who does have accommodations for a first-floor apartment, I don’t see this clashing, as first-floor accommodations go through a separate department, who then tells housing which students need to be placed where. 
12. Q Wilson: In the instance where housing is required, how would this process look like if they don’t get utilized?
13. A Authors: If not utilized, it would simply be regular housing. 
14. Q Guillen: If I’m understanding correctly, they wouldn’t be purchased anymore nor next to each other, is it just people hanging out?
15. A Authors: No, this is informing other departments of a possibility that already exists. 
16. Q Guillen: Elaborate?
17. A Authors: So having the living and learning communities would assist departments in not having to pay a lot of money to purchase housing blocks as an alternative option. Vice President McConnell said that all departments are already allowed to purchase housing blocks, this is providing information to the departments.
18. Q Jones: for the living-learning communities, is this similar to how roommate groups work? Like I want to live with people who share my interests?
19. A Authors: Yes, and I could see this greatly benefiting incoming freshmen who don’t know, and the new housing director said that we could make this cross-disciplinary. So instead of a Music Block, it could be a Fine Arts Block, for example. 
20. Follow-up: Learning Communities are free and not guaranteed, purchasing housing blocks is optional for departments, yes?
21. A Authors: Yes.  
22. Q Frailey: So, would there be leader figures?  
23. A Authors: That’s a great idea, they could be department coordinators or RAs. 
24. Q Wilson: Would this amend the housing application? 
25. A Authors: Yes. 
26. Q Authors: Is the housing department working on including more preferences? 
27. A Roberts: No. 
28. Q Guillen: If it passes, would you be interested in making the leader figure a new student position? 
29. A Authors: Yes.
